This document should be read in conjunction with REG 8 and the relevant BUCS sport specific regulations.

This first worksheet is a guide to the shadings used throughout the document to denote any promotion/relegation positions, as well as those used to denote which knockout competitions relate to each league (or in some 

cases, league finishing position). It also contains links to other relevant documents.

Please note: Promotion/relegation of a team can be impacted upon by concession of walkovers (note 

REG 13.7) and team eligibility per tier (note REG 8.3.1), therefore, to establish if a team is eligible for 

promotion or relegation, consideration must be given to these regulations.

Please note: Some teams may not be involved in knockout competitions if they opted-out prior to the 

start of the season. Additionally, some teams may not be eligible to progress to, or may be withdrawn 

from knockout competitions (by way of an involuntary walkover) under REG 13.7.5.1.

Please note: The BUCS Executive reserves the right to amend knockout qualification and 

promotion/relegation details if required for the purposes of maintaining league sizes and/or ensuring 

correct qualifications for knockouts.

League fixtures cannot take place after the relevant League Deadline listed in Appendix 2a. Each 

League Results Submission Deadline is 23:59 of the first working day after the respective League 

Deadline.

Appendix 2a. The two 3rd placed teams with the best performance records from across 

South Western 2A, Southern 2A, and South Eastern 2A will be entered into the South 

Conference Cup.

Each League Results Submission Deadline is 23:59 of the first working day after the 

respective League Deadline. The BUCS Executive reserves the right to amend knockout 

qualification and promotion/relegation details if required for the purposes of maintaining 

league sizes and/or ensuring correct qualifications for knockouts. Promotion/relegation of 

a team can be impacted upon by concession of walkovers (note REG 13.7) and team 

eligibility per tier (note REG 8.3.1), therefore, to establish if a team is eligible for promotion 

or relegation, consideration must be given to these regulations.

TIER 1 (NORTH HALF)

1st and 2nd placed teams will progress into the National Trophy, dates listed in Appendix 

2a. The two 3rd placed teams with the best performance records from across Scottish 1A, 

Northern 1A, and Midlands & Yorkshire 1A will also progress into the National Trophy. 

National Trophy Finalist from North Half will be promoted into Premier Tier North/South.

5th placed teams in Northern 1A and Midlands & Yorkshire 1A will be relegated to Tier 2. 

4th placed team from Northern 1A and Midlands & Yorkshire 1A with the worst 

performance record will also be relegated to Tier 2. No relegation from Scottish 1A.

Following promotions and relegations being applied post-season, placement of teams in 

Tier 1 leagues for 2026-27 may vary to those from 2025-26 to best accommodate the new 

selection of teams.

PREMIER TIER (NATIONAL)

1st–4th placed teams will progress into the National Championship, dates listed in 

Appendix 2a.

5th placed team will be involved in the Premier Tier National league playoff against the 

winner of the National Vase, host decided by coin toss. The winner of the playoff will 

compete in the Premier Tier National league for the following season, the loser will 

compete in Premier Tier North/South.

PREMIER TIER (NORTH/SOUTH)

1st–4th placed teams will progress into the National Vase, dates listed in Appendix 2a. The 

winner of the National Vase will be eligible for the Premier Tier National league playoff 

against the 5th placed team in the Premier Tier National league, host decided by coin toss. 

The winner of the playoff will compete in the Premier Tier National league for the following 

season, the loser will compete in Premier Tier North/South.

5th placed team relegated to Tier 1.

Following promotions and relegations being applied post-season, placement of teams in the 

Premier Tier North/South leagues for 2026-27 may vary to those from 2025-26 to best 

accommodate the new selection of teams.

TIER 1 (SOUTH HALF)

1st and 2nd placed teams will progress into the National Trophy, dates listed in Appendix 

2a. The two 3rd placed teams with the best performance records from across South 

Western 1A, Southern 1A, and South Eastern 1A will also progress into the National 

Trophy. National Trophy Finalist from South Half will be promoted into Premier Tier 

North/South.

5th placed teams will be relegated to Tier 2.
